The Race to the Vineyard

The objective of this game is to see which team can sail from Narragansett Bay to Gay Head the quickest.  It will highlight various experiences that you may encounter during your research expedition and test your knowledge of basic seamanship, maritime history, and oceanographic sampling.  Please take time to spin a yarn along the way and share your experiences as they relate to the game cards.

Playing the Game

Divide into two teams – Pacific Team and Atlantic Team and select a game piece.

Each team rolls the die one time - the team that rolls the lowest number goes first. (If tied, have a roll-off to determine who goes first - lowest number).  Roll the die again and advance your game piece the corresponding number of spaces.

If you land on a triangular space, pick a “Rudders and Rigging” card.  Read the card aloud then follow the directions by moving your game piece forward or backward the specified number of spaces.

If you land on a circular space, the opposing team picks a “Challenger” card and reads you a question.  If your team properly answers the question, move your game piece forward 4 spaces.  If you answer incorrectly, move backward one space.  Only the first answer given will be accepted – so consult with your teammates before blurting out an answer.

The team that reaches Gay Head first gets bragging rights.
